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The 2010-11 school year came to a successful conclusion with the final day of classes on May 26. The month of May was highlighted by a 
number of celebrations honoring students and staff. At the annual Academic Excellence Recognition Night, twenty-eight students in grades 
9-12 were recognized for their cumulative academic achievement, academic improvement, and demonstrated leadership. We extend a 
special thank you to the Beta Sigma Phi Sorority, the Gilbert Lions Club and the Gilbert Lutheran Church for their sponsorship of this 
special event. 
 
The Annual Awards Recognition Night was held on May 16. Numerous students were recognized and received scholarships for academic, 
athletic and leadership efforts. Nearly $800,000 in scholarships were awarded during the evening. At the conclusion of the evening, 
eighteen students were inducted into the National Honor Society. A complete listing of the award recipients can be found in a related article 
in this newsletter. 
 
This spring has been exceptionally busy and has also been highlighted by a number of outstanding achievements.  Both the Gilbert High 
School choir, under the direction of Kaaren Rogers, and the concert band under the direction of Chris Covell, received Division I ratings at 
the State Large Group Music Contest. The girls’ track team won every meet it entered this year, including its third consecutive HOIAC 
conference crown and third consecutive district meet.  The girls placed 10th in the Class 2A state meet. Congratulations to the state 
champion relay team of Kaitlin Kuntz, Mallory Spear, Madison Spear, and Gabby Stearns for winning the distance medley. Gabby Stearns 
placed second in the 800 meter run and fourth in the 1500 meter run. The boys also enjoyed success at the state track meet. The boys 
qualified three boys for 4 events. Mason Powers won a state championship in the 3200 meter run. As you can tell, it was a very busy and 
exciting spring full of accomplishments.  
 
Congratulations to the 80 seniors who received their diplomas at Commencement on Sunday, May 22. We wish our newest alumni the 
very best as they pursue all of their future endeavors. 
 
The Gilbert Education Foundation realized net proceeds of approximately $128, 603.00 as a result of the annual ―Rock Hop‖ fundraising 
event held on April 2. The Foundation board has allocated nearly $99,750 to support the purchase of a new portable laptop lab and two 
iPad labs for student use in the district and provide support for mini-grants for teachers, field trips, and several other purchases to fill 
classroom needs for the coming year.  
 
This summer will be a busy one within the district. Once again, a number of our teachers will be attending workshops and participating in 
professional development activities to further develop and enhance our school curriculum. Facility projects for the summer include a major 
upgrade to the elementary parking lot, including a new parent access for parent drop-off and pick-up access for students. Maintenance and 
repair work on the elementary school HVAC system will also be completed and some roof repair work will be done at the elementary 
school as well.  Design work and development of construction documents for the new high school will be the primary focus for the DLR 
Group this summer and early fall.   
 
On a personal note, I would like to take this opportunity to thank the board, administrators, teachers and support staff, our students, 
parents and the Gilbert community for the support you have extended to me during these past six years as your superintendent. I am sure 
our new superintendent, Lindsey Beecher, and his family will receive the same welcome and support that is the ―Gilbert Way!‖  My career 
in Iowa public schools has been very fulfilling. I have been blessed to work in school districts and live in communities where education is 
highly valued and schools are strongly supported to provide the best possible experiences for their children. The Gilbert Community 
Schools holds a very special place in my heart. I am very excited about the future of the district. My wife, Chris and I look forward to 
continuing our support of the district for many years to come. 
 
The 2010-11 school year has come to a conclusion. We can reflect back with pride on the achievements of our students and the dedicated 
efforts of our school staff. We are appreciative of the tremendous support our students and staff consistently receive from our patrons. 
Caring, commitment, a family atmosphere, dedication, community pride, high expectations, a ―can-do‖ attitude – these are the traits that 
describe the culture of our district and make Gilbert a great place to learn and work.

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WAIT! Before You Go on Summer Break… 
School Registration in August – USE E-registration instead of paper! 
As you may know, the Gilbert School District uses PowerSchool as the student information system.  Within PowerSchool, we maintain 
information on each student enrolled in the district.  A new addition to PowerSchool in the last year is E-Registration.  E-Registration 
allows you to log into a secure account that you have established through the parent PowerSchool website and update information about 
the parent and the student.  It also allows you to indicate your wishes on various school permissions and include information on basic 
health questions.  Information already located in the PowerSchool system appears and you update only the information that needs 
updating.  If you have more than one child in the district, you will be able to see all of your childrens’ accounts with one login.  If you have 
an established parent PowerSchool account, you will be able to add your child who is entering the district for the first time to your existing 
PowerSchool account.  User guides will be distributed and access codes will be provided (to new families) in July. 
 
Scheduling Parent-Teacher Conferences – NOW for ALL grades PK-12! 
Gilbert CSD will host parent-teacher conferences for students in all grade levels in November 2011 and March 2012.  Signing-up for 
conferences is now completed online through a program called ―MyConferenceTime.‖   The system allows you to locate your child’s 
teacher, select a date you wish to meet, and see which time slots the teacher is available to meet.  You then enter in your child’s name and 
your contact information and reserve a time to meet with the teacher during conferences. An email confirmation is sent to you. You can 
also schedule conferences for more than one child with more than one teacher in more than one building.  Teachers are able to see their 
schedules and can better prepare for conferences.  The scheduling system will be made available in September and will remain open to 
parents until late October for scheduling of November conferences.  The site will close and then re-open in February for scheduling of 
March conferences. 
 
NEW School Alert System – EDULINK – Débuts in the 2011-12 School Year! 
Gilbert CSD has purchased a new school alert system to better serve parents/guardians during emergency school closings or delays due 
to weather or other issues.  Edulink is the new system and will be implemented in the 2011-12 school year.  The system pulls email and 
phone data directly from PowerSchool and will email, phone call, and text an alert to parents/guardians.  The system also allows us to 
issue an alert in a foreign language for our parents/guardians who do not speak English as their first language.  The need to find a new 
alert system became evident when a few of the alerts sent were delayed by over 10 minutes.  Edulink will send the alert within two-three 
minutes.  We are currently working out the details for the new system implementation and will share further information.   
 
Email Communications – Keep up to-do-date with events in the district 
The District maintains email lists to share general information about activities in the district and important school alerts.  Also, the district 
sends an email with a link included to the online version of the monthly newsletter.  Newsletter paper copies are no longer distributed to 
parents/guardians unless they specifically request one.  Keeping your email addresses up-to-date in PowerSchool is key to receiving 
these emails about school alerts, activities, and the newsletter.  You can update your email address through E-registration in 
PowerSchool.

 Week of July 11 – PaySchools open for online payment of school fees and lunch money deposits.  (PaySchools is the online fee 

system; PowerSchool is the online grade and attendance information system!) 
 
 August 1 - E-registration, through PowerSchool, opens to all families. The HS computer lab will be open to allow parents/guardians a 

computer to use to complete E-registration. ―This August, complete school registration in this non-paper and easy way so you will 
have more time to play!” 

 August 8 – Buildings are open and secretaries and school counselors will be available for assistance with registration, viewing 
lockers, paying fees in-person, etc. 
 

 August 18 – First Day of Classes for students in 1st through 12th Grade.  NOTE:  Kindergarten students will have a staggered start 
and preschool students will start the week of August 22. 
 

 September 1 – Parent/Teacher Conference Online Scheduling site opens to parents in all grade levels (PK-12).

Staggered Start to be Implemented for 2011-2012 Kindergarten 
We are excited about the updates that we have made to the induction of our new kindergarten students. The parent night and kindergarten 
round-up were real improvements for our children. We have also implemented a staggered start for the first four days of the 2011-2012 
school year for our kindergarten students. A staggered start would mean that half of the kindergarten students would come on the first day 
of school (day A) and the other half would come on the second day (day B). This alternating schedule would occur for the first four days of 
school. All kindergarten students would attend together on the 5th day of school. The benefits to staggered start are: 
  

 Allows greater individualization when learning classroom procedures. 
 Allows for students to establish peer relationships with smaller groups. 
 Enables teachers an opportunity get to know each child on a more personal level. 
 Allows for greater ease of initial assessments.  
 Less overwhelming for our students and provides a transition period between preschool and kindergarten. 

 
We realize that there are some drawbacks such as childcare. However, we really believe that this will have a positive impact on the 
beginning days of your child’s kindergarten year. We will assign A and B sections, and you will be able to find this information mid-July 
when kindergarten class lists are released.  All other class lists will be released on August 1. Please call Staci Edwards at the elementary 
at 232-3744 if you have any questions. 
 
Preschool Accreditation & the National Association for the Education of Young Children (NAEYC) 
The Gilbert Tiger Cubs Preschool provides a quality program for the students it serves. The National Association for the Education of 
Young Children (NAEYC) has established 10 standards for early childhood programs that determine that level of quality for accreditation. 
To achieve accreditation, a program must meet the criteria in the standards including relationships, curriculum, teaching, assessment, 
health, teachers, families, community relationships, physical environment, and leadership/management. During our accreditation process, 
we are responsible for the documentation and implementation of each of these criteria. Part of the process includes getting feedback from 
parents on strengths and weaknesses of the program. Our program will have our site visit in the fall of 2011. If you have any questions 
about the Gilbert Tiger Cubs Preschool or the NAEYC accreditation process, please call Staci Edwards at 232-3744. 
 

Middle School News

Students in grades 5-8 recently completed the Northwest Educational Assessment (NWEA).  This assessment is important for several 
reasons: 

 Unlike the Iowa Test of Basic Skills (ITBS), there is no achievement ceiling on the NWEA.  Students will not top out at the 99 
percentile.  Therefore, we can get a better read on achievement—especially for students who already score at a 99 percentile on the 
ITBS. 

 As students answer questions correctly on the NWEA, they receive progressively more difficult questions.  Every student will 
eventually receive questions at the very edge of their understanding.  The reverse is also true; as students miss questions, they 
receive progressively easier questions.   As a result, this assessment gives us a pretty good read on achievement levels.   

 We test in the areas of Math, Science, and Reading.  The test is administered online.  As a result, students and teachers receive the 
results immediately.   

 
ITBS and NWEA results will be sent home with report cards at the end of the year.   We normally send home ITBS results at parent-
teacher conferences, but the results were delayed and we were unable to meet this deadline.   
 
At GMS, we hope everyone has a great summer.  Here are five fun ways to keep academics a priority this summer: 

 Turn off the TV and read.  Allow students to find something appropriate to read that they really like, and make great books a part of 
summer.  If your student sees you reading, it rubs off.   
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 Visit historic places as a part of summer family trips.  It could be as close as Effigy Mounds or as far as Washington DC—either 
way, expose your students to the art, history, and learning most vacation destinations have to offer.   

 Reward students for writing a letter to someone they love.  Writing letters is a lost art.  E-mails or okay as long as students don’t 
use texting shortcuts! 

 Exercise and eat healthy food.  Wellness education is part of the National Middle School Association’s approach to a great middle 
school education.  Bike rides, hikes, jogging, and any other form of activity is better than hiding in the air conditioning. 

 Talk with your students about current events.  They need to hear what is happening and discuss it with you.  With so many difficult 
things going on in our world, they need to know that they can come to you for explanations.
